They received artl}lery fire
nesr the wood and they had to retreat. Six of them were intercepted
by American infantry end made prisoners. Accordirg to FW the whole

outfit has net more thern 2 mechine guns.

5 PW from tke 2nd Co, Army NCO School in Bergzabern.

At the beginning of Sept the school was committed as an infaniry Bn.
On the 12th of Sep they dug positiors in woods west of Nomery. Shortly
thereefter they were surrounded by Americans end the four companies of
the battalion dispersed when they tried to escape.

The 2nd Co was picked up by a Germen Armored division which the PW
cannot identify, ard used as armored infantry., On the 15th trey passed
thru Lixieres, on the 17tk thru Linkofen. The FW saw 12 Tiger tanks
and many RCN cars and the armored infantry rode on top of the ermor.

A few daye ugo they came to Delme where they dug rev positions.

Last night XM&X this 2nd Co arrived in thris sector ard attacked thre

woods near Jal}aucourt with the mission to hold the wood. After suffering
severe casualties, the company retreated. One squad was not told sbott
the withdrawal and fell into our harde.

FW state that the 4th Co end ore platcon of the 3d Co attscked this
wornirg up a slope south of Jallencourt. The atteck was made with
approxirately 130 men. The attackers were nailed down by heevy mortar
fire. The squad leader of those ceptured states tret American plenes
also eppeared and he ther ordered his men to lie face down in & shell
hole in order not to make themselves noticeable to the planes. Sudden-
ly American soldiers approeched and the squad leader geve himself and

Cne FW states they arrived from Lemoncourt in 10 armored half-tracks.
dAccordirg to him 2 assault guns and two AT guns were also used in the

attack.
